Last year from 6 to 9 October 2021 was held in Messina the XII
International Colloquium of Genealogy, during which we had
the usual general assembly
and, taking the floor, Presi-
dent Michel Teillard d’Eyry
| declared that he intended to
| resign as president of the
AIG, due to sudden serious
events that had changed his
possibilitiy of managing the
AIG as president.

In addition to having un-
dergone throat surgery with
consequences on the vo-
cal cords, unfortunately on
April 14, 2021, his beloved
wife, Marie France Teillard
d’Eyry de Gérault de Lan-
galerie died, leaving him in
deep despair. During the AIG Bureau, according to the statutory
rules, Dr. Pier Felice degli Uberti, who holds the position of sec-
ond vice-president of the AIG, should have succeeded him, as
the first vice president, Dr. Igor Sakharov, having passed the age
of 75, could not hold that office. But Dr. degli Uberti, after being
consulted, had replied that, while thanking for the opportunity
offered, but holding other international presidencies (CIGH and
ICOC, without forgetting Institut International d’Etudes Geneal-
ogiques et d’Histoire des Familles - IGFM!, the only rigorously

! This academic Institution was created during the XXV International Congress of Genealogi-
cal and Heraldic Sciences in Dublin Castle on Saturday 21 September 2002. The institution is
exclusively reserved to university professors and known experts in the documentary sciences
of history, forensic medicine, genetics and jurisprudence.

At that point Michel Teillard d’Eyry proposed myself, because I
have known the AIG since its
foundation, I participated with
Dr. degli Uberti in all the orga-
nized activities and I actively
collaborated in the realization
of 4 International Genealogy
Colloquia out of 12 in total
carried out by AIG. However,
I wanted to point out that I
accepted the presidency only
if there was a majority of the
voters present, and my office
was limited to the remaining
period of the Board of Direc-
tors (2019-2023), because in
the future I would no longer be
available also because the AIG needs to grow and follow its own
path with a new generation of people who love AIG and really
want to work towards achieving the objectives that the founders
have already indicated.

In this way, AIG will be able to
demonstrate that it knows how to
work scientifically in the studies
of genealogy and family history,
without forgetting the many other
sciences that are connected to it.
Fortunately, the remaining months
of 2021 passed with face-to-face
meetings, although the many meet-
ings took place mostly online, due to
the terrible Covid19 pandemic that
has plagued the world since the end
of 2019.

However, our work continued un-
abated and we participated in the
meetings of the Istituto Araldico Genealogico Italiano - IAGI,
in Nonsoloscuola, and in the very successful 34™ International
Congress of Genealogical and Heraldic Sciences, held in Madrid
in the Archivio Historico Nacional from 20 to 23 October. It was
in Madrid that we had many opportunities to meet with other
organizations here present and we resumed contacts with many
colleagues we had not seen for years. Also, I must point out that for
the first time the Real Asociacion de Hidalgos de Espafia - RAHE
has been given to all interested parties in the world the opportunity
to follow live the many conferences presented at the Congress,

the deferred conference, thus
demonstrating that Congress
has finally broadened its hori-
zons to the world by involving
the public even more.

I remember what Dr. degli
Uberti wrote: “Let’s not forget
that the International Con-
gresses of Genealogical and
Heraldic Sciences were born in
the far 1929 in Barcelona and
resumed continuously every 2
years since 1953, which means
93 years ago and continuously
without interruption since al-
most 70, in a world that is not
comparable with the reality of
our time and that (as can clear-
ly be understood) needs new
options in order to continue
to enjoy the success of past
editions .

The AIG has participated with
reports at the conferences of
scientific nature on the Italian
pre-unification dynasties which
culminated on November 26,
2021 with the Conference on
the Farnese dinasty in Piacenza.
But now let’s talk about 2022,
where the most important event
to date was the I'V International
Colloquium on Nobility held
in Madrid from 22 to 23 April

all over the world and with the
now usual possibility of seeing
the reports presented online,
which convinced the promoters
to organize the V International
Congress on Nobility in Oc-
tober 2023. Furthermore, the
RAHE has decided to organize
on 17 and 18 February 2023 the
I** International Congress of
Young Genealogists with the
theme “Retrospective, present
and future of a historiographic
science”, which was dedicated



to the memory of Michel Teillard d’Eyry, and immediately I grant-
ed the patronage of the AIG and I accepted to be part of the Or-
#F8 canizing Committee, convinced
that it is an excellent approach
to make known the genealogy
and the family history to the
young people who start these
g8 studies.
Unfortunately, on May 13, 2022
in Riga in Latvia, Michel Teil-
lard d’Eyry, who was president
2 of the AIG from 1998 to 2021,
» later becoming the Honorary
President, passed away during
a genealogical trip. To him we
owe the prodromes that have
made AIG an organization of the highest respect in the world.
Now we are going to attend the 35th International Congress of Ge-
nealogical and Heraldic Sciences in Cambridge, 15th - 19th Au-
gust 2022, with the theme: Reformation, Revolution, Restoration,
thus bringing the Congress
to the United Kingdom, an
event that already from the
program presented proves
to be a great success for the
participation of specialists
from all over the world. We
then provided our support to
the new ICOC-Cert service
in partnership with Artvise
for the creation of an exclu-
sive blockchain certification
service to fight the forgery
of genealogies and to cer-
tify also the coats of arms
already certified by state heralds and honours.
The Blockchain is a chain of blocks whose data structure is phys-
iologically shared and is always immutable.
This chain includes numerous items grouped into blocks which are
in turn concatenated in a precise chronological order. The integrity
of this order is guaranteed by the use of specific cryptographic
techniques. Basically, the blockchain is like a digital register,
based on a decentralized and non-modifiable database, of which
no one has the rights to modify the data already entered within it;
this allows a new way to certify data. In this case, the certification
will take place through asymmetric cryptography, notarized on
the Bitcoin network with the OpenTimestamps protocol for the
generation of a digital signature that will be inserted in the QR
code verifiable via the mobile app. The idea comes from a com-
parison with the thinking of those who have already faced similar
problems and deal daily with the management of assets and great
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artistic legacies at an international level, which present risks of
forgery similar to those we face in our subjects.
The ICOC works to counter
the spread of illegitimate
documents issued by enti-
ties without any historical
value, so with greater ef-
fectiveness even during the
21st century, thanks to the
help of digital innovation
it will be possible to stem
this phenomenon and give
certainties. Furthermore,
the blockchain notarized
certificate is a document
that could contain a high
volume occupying a very limited space. We have also estab-
lished relationships with the nascent “Tourism of the Roots”,
implemented by the descendants of emigrants - particularly
in the Americas - with implications that affect all the nations
of Europe. It is a type of tourist offer linked to the history of
the great emigration to the Americas between the end of the |
nineteenth century and the beginning of the twentieth century, &
through which we try to re-tie the threads of personal and family &=
memory that were broken by the exodus to the New World.

DNA sequencing is inadvertently exacerbating social biases and inequalities

At the cutting edge of modern science, DNA sequencing promises to transform many aspects of human life. It’s already playing a
significant role in law enforcement, as well as medical and historical research. But there’s a growing inequality in its impacts and
in the chances of your genetic data being recorded — whether that’s by choice, for research or medical benefit, or by compulsion
by the state. Britain’s home secretary, Sajid Javid, apologised to parliament on October 25 for his department’s compulsion of
immigration applicants, including 51 relatives of British Army Gurkhas, into DNA testing to prove their identity. The revelations,
first reported in June, were the latest indictment of the impacts of the government’s “hostile environment” immigration policies.
In his statement, Javid said that 83 applications had been refused, including seven which had been refused purely on “suitability
grounds”’, because applicants had not submitted to mandatory genetic testing.

But the UK is not alone in employing this innovative technology to enforce its borders — Canada, France and Norway are also
adopting or considering adoption of these techniques. Meanwhile, border forces under the Trump administration recently used
compulsory DNA tests to reunite migrant families they had forcibly separated..

While in each individual case familial DNA testing would give some additional “proof” of relationship to investigators, across
Western countries a system seems to be in creation where compulsion to DNA test becomes a prerequisite of citizenship for cer-
tain migrants. Yet it’s a piece of evidence that would not be required of non-migrants in any similar civil or criminal proceeding.
The inequalities in access to and use of DNA by the state do not end there, however.

DNA matching is a standard and valuable aspect of modern policing, proving essential in thousands of cases. One less publicised
branch of genetic policing is familial DNA matching. This has been used since the late 2000s where crime scene DNA samples
do not 100% match a person in the National DNA Database, but can be used to identify a close relative.

Built-in inequalities

While significantly aiding investigations, these systems have inadvertently created a genealogical bias in detection: if a relative
of yours has been criminalised, you are more likely to be identified than if a relative of yours hasn’t. This bias is predicated on
socioeconomic factors and likely to exacerbate existing inequalities and discrepancies in policing. And this is particularly the case
when we consider which criminals are more likely to have been caught previously: the middle-class cocaine user or the inner-city
gang member? The corporate fraudster or the shoplifter on the poverty line?

Police give reasons such as socioeconomic factors and the practicalities of policing to justify the large over-representation of young
black men in their DNA database compared to other population groups. Still, there are real implications for whole communities
when everyone closely related to each young black man is also now detectable, whether guilty or not — while this is far rarer for
members of other communities.

In Sweden, France, and the Netherlands in the past decade, authorities have been censured when it has been discovered that they
have kept “family trees” and registration lists of Roma communities — and these are just those caught doing this. Imagine the
power of combining name lists and family trees with familial DNA evidence and the way in which whole communities could be
monitored and traced by a hostile state, particularly in an increasingly populist and anti-minority political climate.

White Western bias

As arecent letter of warning from a prominent geneticist to research bodies pointed out, current medical genetic databases, research
projects and institutions are biased towards white Western populations. There has also been a huge boom in private medical genetic
testing in recent years, provided on a pay-only basis, with the leading provider, 23andme, recently reaching five million users and
signing a drug development deal with GlaxoSmithKline.

Global health inequalities are already heavily skewed towards affluent, developed nations. As the current trajectory of genetic
medical research which we are frequently told is about to transform healthcare is disproportionately focusing on white Western
populations, we are likely to see this revolutionary technology further distorting inequalities, rather than generating better health
for all humanity. DNA testing for leisure is also a booming global industry, with more than ten million people tested with the
company Ancestry alone. You can even pay to get your dog DNA tested to trace its origins and create a DNA Pet Portrait for
your living room. Leisure testing is a pay-up-front business with ongoing costs if you wish to continue using online tools to find
genealogical matches and build your family tree. Most of the online genealogy boom has been confined to Western — particularly
anglophone — nations. This has distinct knock-on effects on the effectiveness of researching if you are not of these backgrounds.
While genetic origins from certain areas of Europe can give very specific geographic results, large swaths of the globe are very
poorly represented in these databases, making them a far blunter tool. Genealogy companies can potentially tell you what county
of Ireland one of your ancestors came from but can’t be more specific than a whole sub-continent for parts of Africa and Asia.
The cost of genealogical genetic testing and currently limited drive among corporations to build up genetic profiles of underrepre-
sented continents means that both use and effectiveness of DNA sequencing for leisure is highly socioeconomically, geographically
and ethnically imbalanced. So, in many cases, these phenomenal breakthroughs in deciphering the very code of life itself seem
to be reinforcing and exaggerating existing power structures, rather than benefiting the entirety of humanity equally. Targeted
and considered mitigation efforts from governments and corporations are essential if we are to redress the balance in the coming
decades where DNA sequencing will play an ever more prominent role in society.

On the 13" of May 2022, Michel Teillard d’Eyry passed away in Riga. In life, it is rare to meet
special people who leave an indelible mark forever, one of whom was Michel for me. Although we
had both attended the 15™ International Congress of Genealoglcal
and Heraldic Sciences .

Italian Republic (the organizing institution of the Congress), and in Turin, IAGI became member
of the CIGH.
It was thanks to that Congress that we were able to
get to know each other better and forge relation-
ships that became more and more of a sincere and
affectionate friendship between myself and Maria
Loredana with him and Marie France.
The Turin Congress immediately led Michel to be-
come President of the Confédération Internationale
de Généalogie et d’Héraldique - CIGH, a position
he held until the XXXI Congress in Oslo in 2014
where he was proclaimed Honorary President of
the CIGH.
In 1998, he also became President of the Académie
Internationale de Généalogie - AIG, a position he
held until the 12" Colloquium in Messina in 2021,
when he was proclaimed Honorary President of
the AIG. Immediately, between us, began a close
collaboration that only ended, unfortunately, with




his death. Belonging to a noble family native to Auvergne, Michel Teillard d’Eyry, born in Plauzat
on the 18" of June 1940, he married Marie France de Gérault de Langalerie on the 25™ of August
1965. That was a true love marriage that lasted until her death on the night of the 10" of April 2021.

* Michel was also the founder of the
Cercle généalogique de I’ Auvergne

As President, he led the CIGH to levels never reached before. In this way, the CIGH, founded on
the 13™ of November 1971 by the Duke de la Force became the world’s most important organiza-
tion that brings together genealogical and heraldic
institutions that have held international congresses,
as well as the most important scientific institutions
in a hundred countries around the world.
In 2008, he chose me as successor of Szabolcs de
Vajay, the creator and founder of the CIGH Awards
and Medals Commission. Together, we elevated it to
such importance that it passed from being a private
event within the Congresses, reserved only for the
awardees and their families, to a prestigious public
event that opens or closes the Congresses because
of its importance.
During his presidency, the annual newsletters CIGH
Bulletin and AIG Bulletin were born, which he also
wanted me to take care of. Even to the point of
handing over - for reasons of age - his position as
president in 2014 to me to continue his programme.
His militancy in the AIG recognised him immediate-
ly as its president and during his tenure he chaired
no fewer than 12 Colloquia, which were punctually held: in Moscow in 1999, in San Marino in
2001, in The Hague in 2003, in Paris in 2005, in lasi in 2007, in Guimaraes in 2009, in Bologna
in 2011, in St. Petersburg in 2013, in Madrid in 2015, in Montreal in 2017, in Warsaw in 2019 and
in Messina in 2021.
But behind these great achievements there was the merit of having been able to fight the envious,
by demonstrating the value of the AIG at a time when it was considered a useless institution, as the
other academy thought it could include genealogical study in itself.
Today, after almost 40 years of dealing with the documentary sciences of history, my thoughts on
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the organizations dedicated
to these studies have deeply
changed: unfortunately, our
subjects have a past linked to
a user base of enthusiast ama-
teurs and there are still few who
boast that scientific background
that can only be learnt at uni-
versities. Therefore, I believe
that in order to have the élites
of scholars, we must necessar-
ily turn to the institutes and
universities (although they still
have many limitations).
During his long career, he ob-
tained important world awards
in our subjects, of which I will
only mention a few: full mem-
ber of the Instituto Internacio-
nal de Genealogia y Heraldica
(Madrid); full member of the

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Ashkenazic Jews” mysterious origins unravelled by scientists thanks to ancient DNA

Where do the Jewish people come from? This is a question that anthopologists, historians and theologists have
studied for millennia. According to mythology, the Judaeans descended from three patriarchs, Abraham, Isaac, and
Jacob, who are buried in the Cave of the Patriarchs (Cave of Machpelah) in Hebron — a Palestinian city and world
heritage site located in the southern West Bank, 19 miles south of
Jerusalem.

For a more scientific take on the Jewish g S el . origin debate, recent DNA
analysis of Ashkenazic Jews — a Jewish ethnic group — revealed that
their maternal line is European. It has also been found that their DNA only has 3% ancient ancestry which links
them with the Eastern Mediterranean (also known as the Middle East) — namely Israel, Lebanon, parts of Syria,
and western Jordan. This is the part of the world Jewish people are said to have originally come from — according
to the Old Testament. But 3% is a minuscule amount, and similar to what modern Europeans as a whole share
with Neanderthals.

So given that the genetic ancestry link is so low, Ashkenazic Jews’ most recent ancestors must be from elsewhere.
Not one, but many tribes

To understand why this is the case, we need to go back in time, to look at where these other ancestors came from.
It starts in Persia (modern-day Iran) during the sixth century. This is where most of the world’s Jews were living
at this time. The tolerance of the Persians encouraged the Jews to adopt Persian names, words, traditions, and
religious practices, and climb up the social ladder gaining a monopoly on trade. They also converted other people
who were living along the Black Sea, to their Jewish faith. This helped to expand their global network.

Among these converts were the Alans (Iranian nomadic pastoral people), Greeks, and Slavs who resided along
the southern shores of the Black Sea. Upon conversion, they translated the Old Testament into Greek, built syna-
gogues, and continued expanding the Jewish trade network. DNA of Yiddish speakers could have originated from
four ancient villages in northwest Turkey. Author provided These Jews adopted the name Ashkenaz, and the DNA
of Ashkenazic Jews can be traced to “Ancient Ashkenaz” — an intersection of trade routes in eastern Turkey.

The rise of the Ashina

We now know that at the time these Jews adopted the name Ashkenaz, they also acquired unique Asian mutations
on their Y chromosome. This is where another important group of people in our story come into play —and they are
called the Gok-Turks. During the sixth century, these nomadic people were ruled by a Siberian Turkic tribe called
the Ashina. They were forced by the Chinese Tang Empire — who were in power in China at the time — to migrate
westwards toward the Black Sea. Thanks to their organisational and military skills, the Ashina united many tribes
in this area — and a new empire called the “Khazar Khaganate™ was born. Offering freedom of worship and taxing
trade, these people quickly rose to power.

The Asian group of these DNA mutations, found in Ashkenazic Jews, likely originated from the Ashina elite and
other Khazar clans, who converted from Shamanism to Judaism. This means that the Ashina and core Khazar
clans were absorbed by the Ashkenazic Jews.

It was also around this time that the Jewish elite adopted many Slavic customs. And based on my previous rese-
arch, I would suggest that Yiddish was developed as a secret language to assist in trade.

The next chapter

‘What happened next was that the Jewish empire began to collapse. By the tenth century, the Jews on the Black Sea
migrated to Ukraine and Italy. Yiddish became the lingua franca of these Ashkenazic Jews and absorbed German
words while maintaining the Slavic grammar. And as global trade moved to the hands of the Italians, Dutch and
English, the Jews were pushed aside. What this all shows is that by using modern genetic technology — that ena-
bles scientists to track the past of modern-day people — a new appreciation for Jewish ancestry can be discovered.
It has meant a greater understanding of the journeys these people took to arrive in Europe. It has also allowed
for increased knowledge as to the significant role the Ashina and the Khazar clans — from which some of the real
Jewish patriarchs actually came from — played.

It
is anticipated that many of those submitting papers for the congress will wish to focus on
major world events such as the Protestant Reformation, the Catholic Counter-Reformation,
the French Revolution, and the restoration of monarchies, of democracies etc. Any country
being granted independence might reasonably be assumed to have undergone reformation.
Delegates are additionally invited to consider the three congress topics in relation to smaller
scale, more parochial events. You might, for example, consider the reformation of any social,
administrative, archival or political organisation or social grouping. The latter might
include a class of society, or a body of heralds. We might also think of reformations in styles
of artistry and rules of heraldry. In the sphere of genealogy revolution applies particularly to
the many advances in computer technology and DNA analysis which have transformed our
understanding of families. Restoration might be that of a particular monument, collection
of shields or of a family tree once believed to have been lost, but which can be reconstructed
from other sources. It might refer to the restoration of a nobiliary title brought about by the
revised understanding of a pedigree. It might be a revised understanding of a manuscript
such as a roll of arms consequent on having made a new study.

La Real Asociacion de Hidalgos
que ya habia puesto en marcha el proceso
de organizacion, en una decision generosa
y fraterna hacia los organizadores franceses
acepto el aplazamiento del congreso de Madrid
hasta la siguiente edicion, el ano 2020.

Esta decision, que en aquellos momentos
solo tenia como consecuencia un retraso de
dos afios, con el tiempo, de forma totalmente
imprevista, supuso en la realidad, que no
pudiera celebrarse el Congreso de Madrid hasta
el mes de octubre de 2021, tres anos mas tarde
de la fecha inicialmente elegida.

La primera fecha fijada fue en octubre de 2020,
aunque como consecuencia de la inesperada
extension del Covid 19, que entonces estaba en el momento mas agresivo en todo el mundo y por consiguiente en Europa y en
Espaiia, la Confédération Internationale de Généalogie et d’Héraldique a instancias de las Academias Internacionales pidio a
los organizadores que se aplazara la celebracion del Congreso de Madrid hasta abril del afio 2021, fecha en la que se esperaba
hubiera sido superada la pandemia.

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A maior arvore genealdgica humana de todos os tempos

Dois grupos de investigadores da Universidade de Oxford, em Inglaterra, uniram-se para deter-
minar a maior arvore genealdgica da historia. Um estudo publicado na revista cientifica Science
mostra a rede com quase 27 milhdes de pessoas ligadas ao longo de 100 mil anos, umas ainda
vivas e outras ja ndo, tendo sido dado “um passo importante para mapear as relacdes genéticas
da humanidade™.

Onde quer que estejamos, quem quer que sejamos, qualquer que seja a nossa historia e ideologia,
ha uma curiosidade que une pessoas em todas as partes do mundo: conhecer a sua origem. E como

disse o ativista jamaicano Marcus Garvey: “Um povo sem o conhecimento da sua histéria, ori-
gem e cultura ¢ como uma arvore sem raizes”. Recentemente, ficou-se a saber que a humanidade
tem “pouca variacao genética” e que isso podera comprometer o futuro do ser humano. Segundo
Henry Gee, editor da Nature, na apresentacdo da sua teoria na Scientific American que ocorreu
no principio de fevereiro, a humanidade atingird o “topo” em meados do século e comecard a cair
acentuadamente. Antes que “tudo acabe”, e como forma de “matar” a curiosidade sobre essas
“raizes”, dois grupos de investigadores da Universidade de Oxford, em Inglaterra, uniram-se para
conseguir determinar a maior arvore genealdgica da historia. E conseguiram, dando detalhes “sem
precedentes” e mostrando a forma “maravilhosa” como os individuos em todo o mundo estdo rela-
cionados uns com os outros: o estudo inédito mostra uma rede com quase 27 milhdes de pessoas,
umas vivas e outras ja ndo, recuando nas interligacdes ao longo de 100 mil anos. Os resultados
foram publicados na revista Science.

Os nossos ancestrais Segundo Yan Wong, geneticista evolucionista do Big Data Institute e um dos
principais autores do estudo, em comunicado de imprensa, os responsaveis construiram “uma ge-
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nealogia para toda a humanidade que modela exatamente como podemos conhecer a historia que
gerou toda a variagdo genética que encontramos nos humanos hoje”. “Esta genealogia permite-nos
ver como a sequéncia genética de cada pessoa se relaciona com todas as outras, ao longo de todos
os pontos do genoma”, explicou o especialista.
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De acordo com o estudo, “as regides genomicas individuais sdo herdadas apenas de um dos pais
(mae ou pai) e a ascendéncia de cada ponto do genoma pode ser pensada como uma arvore”. O
conjunto de arvores, que ¢ conhecido como “sequéncia de arvore” ou “grafico de recombinagao
ancestral”, ¢ o que liga “as regides genéticas de volta no tempo aos ancestrais onde a variagdo
genética apareceu pela primeira vez”.

Wong e a restante equipa, integraram dados sobre genomas humanos modernos e antigos de oito
bases de dados diferentes, num total de 3.609 sequéncias de genomas individuais de 215 popu-
lagdes diferentes. No que toca aos genomas antigos, incluiram amostras encontradas em todo o
globo com idades que variam de mil a mais de 100 mil anos.

No protétipo, os algoritmos conseguem prever onde antepassados comuns devem estar presentes
nas arvores evolutivas para explicar os padrdes de variacdo genética. A rede resultante contin-
ha quase 27 milhdes de ascendentes. Wong acredita, por isso, que o estudo acaba de langar “as
bases para a proxima geragdo de ADN”: “A medida que a qualidade das sequéncias genomicas
de amostras de ADN modernas e antigas melhore, as arvores tornar-se-ao ainda mais precisas e
eventualmente poderemos gerar um mapa Unico e unificado que explique a descendéncia de toda
a variacdo genética humana que vemos hoje”.

Um mapa ainda mais “abrangente” Apods adicionar dados de localizagdo sobre os genomas da
amostra, os responsaveis usaram a rede para estimar o local de onde os ancestrais comuns previ-
stos viveram e, os resultados acabaram por “resgatar” com sucesso os principais eventos da hi-
storia evolutiva humana, destacando-se a migragdo para fora da Africa h 70 mil anos, o que para
o estudo, significa “a dispersao inicial do Homo sapiens da Africa Oriental para a Eurasia”. Além
disso, os investigadores também descobriram potenciais evidéncias de interagdes entre o0 Homo
sapiens e hominideos agora extintos, como os denisovanos.
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Agora, a equipa planeia tornar o mapa “ainda mais abrangente”, continuando a incorporar dados
genéticos a medida que estes estiverem disponiveis. Segundo os responsaveis, como as sequéncias
de arvores armazenam dados de maneira altamente eficiente, “o conjunto de dados pode acomodar
facilmente milhdes de genomas adicionais”.

A UNIFIED GENEALOGY OF MODERN AND ANCIENT GEHOMES/OHFORD UNIVERSITY BIG DATA INSTITUTE
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De acordo com Anthony Wilder Wohns, que realizou a investigagdo como parte do seu doutora-
mento no Big Data Institute e que agora ¢ investigador de pos-doutoramento no Broad Institute of
MIT e Harvard, o novo estudo “reconstroi genomas dos nossos ancestrais e utiliza-os para formar
uma vasta rede de relacionamentos”: “Podemos entdo estimar quando e onde € que esses ance-
strais viveram. O poder da nossa abordagem ¢ que ela faz muito poucas suposicdes sobre os dados
subjacentes e também pode incluir amostras de DNA modernas e antigas”, reforgou. Ainda assim,
Anthony Wilder Wohns acredita que a metodologia podera contribuir para outras areas de estudos,
como a evolugdo de todos os seres vivos, como orangotangos e bactérias. “A metodologia pode
ser benéfica para genética médica, ao separar as verdadeiras associagdes entre regides genéticas e
doencgas de conexdes espurias decorrentes da nossa historia ancestral partilhada”, concluiu.

Um contributo “decisivo” “Levados a cabo no ambito do Human Genome Project, ndo sem a ajuda
de diversos cientistas, entre eles o norte-americano Craig Venter, a decifracdo e mapeamento da
quase totalidade do genoma humano datam do inicio do presente milénio”, comeca por explicar ao
1 Sonia Deus, professora de Ciéncias Naturais e Biologia e Geologia. Vinte anos volvidos, o estu-
do publicado na revista Science veio “anunciar a criagdo da maior e mais completa arvore gene-
aldgica da nossa espécie, um contributo decisivo para o avango da ciéncia no campo da genética”,
defende a investigadora.

“Através do cruzamento de amostras de DNA antigas com sequéncias genomicas modernas, por

meio de técnicas e métodos cada vez mais sofisticados, ¢ hoje possivel, por um lado, estudar a evo-

lugdo genética humana desde os primeiros tempos, e, por outro, rastrear os principais fluxos mi-

gratorios dos nossos antepassados”, sublinha Sénia Deus, acreditando que de entre as conclusdes

a reter, “surpreende a baixa variabilidade genética das amostras utilizadas, que, a somar a outros

fatores, podera comprometer o futuro da espécie humana”.

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Family Legends and Myths Watching Out for Red Flags
Sharon DeBartolo Carmack, CG'

“Great-grandma was a Cherokee Indian princess, you know”. At the family reunion or while inter-
viewing relatives, you might hear family stories like this or other lore about your forebears. Nearly
everyone has a story that has been handed down about their ancestors. Some of these legends may be
quite factual; others are myth. Almost all family stories have some grain of truth, however. Family
legends aren’t usually created out of thin air, and that tiny grain of truth may be the clue that leads
you to genealogical success. There are many myths that have worked their way into family stories,
and perhaps you’ve already heard some of these. Often, they are about ethnic origins or how the
family came to America. If you haven’t heard any of these common legends yet, make yourself
aware of some of the most common ones, since you may eventually hear variations as you talk
with family members.

The Cherokee Indian Princess Myth

It’s always a Cherokee princess, almost never Navajo or Apache or Pueblo or Lumbee. Native Amer-
ican ancestry is an extremely common family story, and it seems it is always to an Indian princess.
The Cherokee, of course, are a large tribe with
BB a diverse culture, divided by the Trail of Tears.
¥VWR They intermarried widely, perhaps increasing
the likelihood of Cherokee/white ancestry.
One reason this princess myth may have
. evolved is prejudice. For those who frowned
upon a white male ancestor marrying an In-
dian woman, elevating the woman’s status
to princess made the truth easier to swallow.
Keep in mind that any story that says you
have Native American ancestry - often Cher-
okee - may in itself be a myth. Even though
it’s currently an “in” thing to have Native
American ancestry, just a few decades ago, it
might have been the skeleton in your family’s
closet. Proving certain ethnic ancestry can be
difficult because of prejudice or popularity toward a culture at any given time. Throughout history,
some people who were victims of prejudice may have tried to hide their native origins by changing
their name or claiming a different ethnicity.

The Cherokee Princess

The Three Brothers Myth

It’s always three brothers who immigrated to America, never two or four or five or six. Sometimes
one is lost at sea during the voyage over, or one went north, one went south, and one headed west,
never to be heard from again. There are never any sisters involved in the big move across the ocean.
Be wary of the brothers myth, and always keep an eye out for additional siblings both in America

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and once you start foreign research. You also want to confirm through your research that there
were, in fact, three brothers, that the three brothers were indeed brothers and not two brothers and
an uncle, for example, or that the three brothers weren’t just three men with the same last name.

The Stowaway Myth

For some reason, it is so much more romantic to have an ancestor who came to America as a stow-
away rather than a paying passenger. While there are cases of people who actually did sneak aboard
ships, this was not common practice. If the stowaway was discovered enroute, typically, he will be
recorded on the last page of the passenger arrival list. I deliberately use “he” because you almost
never hear a story about great-grandma being a stowaway. Even if you have the family story of a
stowaway, still check for a passenger arrival list, since if he was discovered and recorded on the
passenger list, he’ll likely be on the index, too.

The Claim-to-Fame Myth

Everyone who has the surname Bradford or Alden
is related to William Bradford and John Alden of
Mayflower fame, right? And everyone with the last
name of Boone is related to Daniel. And if your last
name is James, you’re related to Jesse, of course.
If you do have Native American ancestry, then you
must be descended from Pocahontas. Is that a red
flag I see flying? We all want a famous person to
hang on our family tree, but we may not find that
person. I’'m supposedly related to Robert E. Lee.
My research revealed that I really am. He’s some-
thing like a ninth cousin, twenty times removed.

Germany? Even the records you uncover may not tell you more than “Germany.” This is why it is
so important to learn the unique cultural traits -- customs, traditions, folkways -- about the ethnic
group. Names, too, may be inaccurate indicators of ethnic identity. Just because the name sounds
[talian, is it? The name you are accustomed to may have been changed or inadvertently corrupted
over time, obscuring its ethnic origins.
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The Ellis Island Baptism Myth

This is the myth that an immigrant ancestor’s surname was changed by officials during processing
at Ellis Island. No evidence
whatsoever exists to suggest
this ever occurred. During its
operation as an immigrant re-
ceiving station (1892-1954),
Ellis Island was staffed with
hundreds of interpreters who
spoke more than thirty dif-
ferent languages. Inspectors
compared the names the
immigrants told them against
what was recorded on the
passenger lists. These lists
were created at the ports
of departure. There was no
reason to record or change
anyone’s surname once they
arrived on the island. More likely, immigrants themselves changed their names after they settled in
America to avoid prejudice and to blend more easily into American society.

Handling the Myth in Research and Writing

Now that I’ve shattered your favorite family story, how do you tell Grandpa? Or should you? And
how do you handle ancient
family legends that you’ve
discovered through your
research are false? Family
legends are part of your

| family history and should
never be ignored or tak-
en lightly. As mentioned

d carlier, there is usually a

kernel of truth to the family

story. Rather than bursting

Grandpa’s bubble with the

facts, try to find out how the

story originated. When you
write your family history,
include the family story as
it was told to you, noting
it as family “tradition” or

“lore” or “legend.” Then

explain, if you can, how

the story originated, followed by a discussion of your research findings. You may reveal that some
elements of a story were true and some were false, or that a story was totally false. Even if you have
not been able to prove or disprove the story, acknowledge the lore and say it has yet to be proven.

These family stories give color to your family history, so record and share them as what they are.

Against the forgery of honors

We often wonder what is the right balance between tradition and innovation. If the topic is al-
ready complex by itself, certainly, translated into the field of heraldry and genealogy, it takes on an
even more thorny connotation. We need to find the right balance without running the risk of being
too visionary, but avoiding being, at the same time, anachronistic, living our times and renewing
ourselves with respect for tradition.
It is well known to all that genealogical falsification is an age-old problem, never resolved. While it
o : Bl was once “excusable” when particular
benefits were granted, today it is really
difficult to understand what can trigger
in people’s minds to appear what they
are not, sometimes coming to feel
part (even if it is often an unrequited
feeling) of a social class to which he
never belonged. All this, perhaps for
a simple homonymy and for the lack
of a rule that protects a historical
legacy, which allows to self-attribute
noble titles without any historical or
legal basis. In the most dangerous
cases, as happens in Italy, arbitration
awards are even granted with which
unconstitutional rights are attributed
on the basis of questions posed to per-
sons paid by the same applicant. These arbitrations have the force of a notified sentence. Although
today the world works in a very different manner from the way our grandparents lived, we must
not forget that genealogy was a fundamental right that allowed to obtain honors, offices, benefits,
exemptions and to demonstrate other rights. Today it is part of a historical heritage and a right of
a person, which as such must be protected. Too often, genealogical studies are trivialized and ex-
ploited for an empty recognition of titles or for a simple admission into the noble categories of an
order of chivalry. Today, however, we live in the information society and from now on it will be
increasingly difficult to falsify genealogies, since access to original documents will be increasingly
simplified and new problems relating to the protection of personal data will emerge. Likewise, we
cannot ignore a renewed interest in heraldry, that is, for that documentary science of history which
has precise laws and rules that originate from the experiences of medieval warfare and which had
great appreciation due to the importance given to that time for the facts of arms.
It must always be remembered that heraldry has its own lexicon, which of course is systematically
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ignored by those who are not sufficiently prepared on this subject, but who claim to self-assume a
coat of arms, as a simple enthusiast, forgetting that the only concessions that have value, are those
are those issued by the State.

That said, we must consider that the Confédération Internationale de Généalogie et d’Héraldique has
been the undisputed reference organization in this sector for years and that it reached unexpected
heights at the time of its creation, bringing together the most important scholars worldwide.

Unfortunately, even if the phenom-

- — enon of genealogical falsification

4 there is still an incessant work, often

promoted by those who have a com-

mercial interest, aimed at creating
imaginative genealogies which are then published in volumes without any scientific value, often
accompanied by a (perhaps invented) coat of arms. Among our tasks there must certainly also be
that of protecting people to prevent unwary subjects from falling into the hands of crooks without
scruples, whose activity was based on the credulity of the other part.
It is for this reason that Historic Families of Italy and Historical Families of Europe have pa-
tronised the new platform of the International Commission for Orders of Chivarly: ICOC-
CERT. The pioneering project was announced at the Studium Academy of Casale and Monferrato for
Art, Literature, History, Sciences and
Various Humanities, in the rooms of
the historic Filarmonica Academy, in
| the presence of the former Sovereign
Houses of Europe, during the cere-
monies for the ICOC 60" anniversary
in December 2021, while the official
launch took place on the 21™ April
2022 during the IV International Col-
| loquium on Nobility, held in Madrid
| by the Real Asociacion de Hidalgos
de Espaia.
Let’s try to understand how the project
was born, what it is about and what are
the implications for our organization.
The project was born thanks to the
1 partnership with Artvise, a London

based company specialized in the sale

of exceptional masterpieces that owns also the first e-marketplace with advanced DLT services for
the sale of NFT (non-fungible token) linked to physical works of art. Apparently there is no con-
nection with genealogy, but on closer examination it will not escape that the problem of document
falsification linked to the world of art is almost similar to ours.
In fact, one of the aspects that most influences the pricing of a work of art is its provenance and it
is not difficult to imagine how unscrupulous forgers daily try to falsify the documents of dubious
paintings to attribute them to Old Masters, with the consequent result that paintings of modest artistic
(and economic) value are passed off as important and expensive masterpieces. Well, the novelty
introduced by this company is the “passport” of the work of art. After very careful and scrupulous
scientific studies (e.g. from the dating of materials, to the composition of the pigments, to reflec-
tography etc ...), the authentic documents are “engraved on rock” thanks to the use of blockchain
technology and an NFT is created as a “passport” of the work of art, so that these documents can
no longer be tampered with and can be transferred from wallet to wallet with a simple click.
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This revolution in the world of art has greatly complicated the life of forgers, just as it will compli-
cate that of genealogy falsifiers, for whom it will become impossible

As the entered information into
a smart contract are “notarized” in a
digital form, this allows for a new way
of certifying data.
In the case of ICOC-CERT, the certification takes place through asymmetric cryptography, notarized
on the Bitcoin network with the OpenTimestamps protocol for the generation of a digital signature
that is inserted in the QR code into the new issued certificates. Moreover, it is possible to verify the
Qr code trough the ICOC-CERT mobile app (downloadable from Google Play Store and from
Apple Store).
Why and how ICOC-CERT uses Bitcoin technology to notarize certificates?
Notarization is not a novelty. Notarization software has been used by companies and lawyers for
years to timestamp certain data, thus proving the existence of some data at certain point in time.
Notarization tools always used databases, private and closed databases. Built in 2008-2009, Bitcoin
is a P2P protocol that keeps alive a distributed, replicated and append-only database, often called
ledger. Users move billions of dollars every day writing their transactions in the ledger. In 2014 a
group of developers realized that they could use Bitcoin’s ledger for non-financial purposes and
notarization of data is one of them.
Obviously, “uploading the original file on the Blockchain” is not the best solution, due to the high
fees and, most important, to the loss of privacy. A few Bitcoin developers built an Open Source
protocol called OpenTimestamps. Thanks to OpenTimestamps people can now notarize an infinite
number of documents on the Bitcoin Blockchain, without uploading the original files. How is it
possible? OpenTimestamps notarizes something called a hash. A hash is something like a fingerprint
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of data. Everything that is digital has a corresponding and unique hash. There aren’t two different
files in the world with the same hash when you use a good cryptographic function such as SHA256,
which is the one ICOC-Cert is using. OpenTimestamps notarizes the hash of the file and not
the file itself, because the goal of notarization is = _
not to store data but to not lose track of your data. (=~ INTERNATIONAL COMMISSION FOR ORDERS OF CHIVATRY
Will certificates be valid even without the
ICOC-CERT platform? YES. In fact, with your
certificate you can also download an .OTS file. We
suggest to store this .OTS file in as many locations
as possible, because it will allow you to verify your
notarization even in case the [ICOC-CERT platform
dies. Now that we have understood the genesis of
the project, let’s try to understand what it is actu-
ally about. ICOC-CERT is the new Blockchain
service to fight the forgery of honors and to certify
the family Coat of Arms and Genealogy. As we are
witnessing a continuous spread of subjects who illegally confer honors, often for money, notwithstanding
the rules of any legal system, the International Commission for Orders of Chivalry, established at the V
Congress of Genealogy and Heraldry at its meeting in Stockholm in August 1960, developed this service.
For those who are awarded with a legitimate Order of Chivalry, contained in the last edition of the Reg-

ICOC-CERT guarantee rigorous control to avoid
document falsifications, unmasking genealogy falsifiers who perhaps for a homonymy want to pretend
to belong to a historical family that has nothing to do with them. This solution could break down a large
part of the swindlers who deny even their parents.
The new issued certificates will thus become the modern equivalent of an ancient seal tempered by the
fons honorum of a family, with all the additional benefits of a smart contract: one of a kind, incorrupt-
ible, non-duplicable or falsifiable, verifiable anywhere and anytime, impossible to lose and stored in the
memory of distributed registers, like in a cyber-safebox.
We strongly believe that the authority of the organizations we represent depends on the quality of our
scholars and on their research, but also on the ability to prevent that subjects without the appropriate

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Humans Are All More Closely
Related Than We Commonly Think

Humanity’s most recent common ancestor and so-called genetic isopoint illustrate the surprising
connections among our family trees

The late esteemed English actor Christopher Lee traced his ancestry directly to Charlemagne.
In 2010 Lee released a symphonic metal album paying homage to the first Holy Roman emperor—but
his enthusiasm may have been a tad excessive. After all, says geneticist Adam Rutherford, “literally
everyone” with European ancestry is directly descended from Charlemagne.

The family tree of humanity is much more interconnected than we tend to think. “We’re

] culturally bound and psychologically conditioned to not think about
ancestry in very broad terms,” Rutherford says. Genealogists can only
focus on one branch of a family tree at a time, making it easy to forget
how many forebears each of us has.

Imagine counting all your ancestors as you trace your family tree
back in time. In the nth generation before the present, your family tree
has 2n slots: two for parents, four for grandparents, eight for great-
grandparents, and so on. The number of slots grows exponentially. By
the 33rd generation—about 800 to 1,000 years ago—you have more
than eight billion of them. That is more than the number of people alive
today, and it is certainly a much larger figure than the world population
a millennium ago.

This seeming paradox has a simple resolution: “Branches of your
family tree don’t consistently diverge,” Rutherford says. Instead “they
begin to loop back into each other.” As a result, many of your ancestors
occupy multiple slots in your family tree. For example, “your great-

Christopher Lee great-great-great-great-grandmother might have also been your great-
great-great-great-aunt,” he explains.

The consequence of humanity being “incredibly inbred” is that we are all related much
more closely than our intuition suggests, Rutherford says. Take, for instance, the last person from
whom everyone on the planet today is descended. In 2004 mathematical modeling and computer
simulations by a group of statisticians led by Douglas Rohde, then at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, indicated that our most recent common ancestor probably lived no earlier than 1400
B.C. and possibly as recently as A.D. 55. In the time of Egypt’s Queen Nefertiti, someone from
whom we are all descended was likely alive somewhere in the world.

Go back a bit further, and you reach a date when our family trees share not just one ancestor

in common but every ancestor in common. At this date, called the genetic isopoint, the family trees
of any two people on the earth now, no matter how distantly related they seem, trace back to the
same set of individuals.
“If you were alive at the genetic isopoint, then you are the ancestor of either everyone alive today
or no one alive today,” Rutherford says. Humans left Africa and began dispersing throughout the
world at least 120,000 years ago, but the genetic isopoint occurred much more recently—somewhere
between 5300 and 2200 B.C., according to Rohde’s calculations.

Atfirst glance, these dates may seem much too recent to account for long-isolated Indigenous
communities in South America and elsewhere.

But “genetic information spreads rapidly through generational time,” Rutherford explains. Begin-
ning in 1492, “you begin to see the European genes flowing in every direction until our estimates
are that there are no people in South America today who don’t have European ancestry.”
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In fact, even more recent than the global genetic isopoint is the one for people with recent

European ancestry.

Researchers using genomic data place the latter date around A.D. 1000.

So Christopher Lee’s royal lineage is unexceptional: because Charlemagne lived before the isopoint
and has living descendants, everyone with European ancestry is directly descended from him.

In a similar vein, nearly everyone with Jewish ancestry, whether Ashkenazic or Sephardic, has
ancestors who were expelled from Spain beginning in 1492.

“It’s a very nice example of a small world but looking to the past,” says Susanna Manrubia, a the-
oretical evolutionary biologist at the Spanish National
Center for Biotechnology.

Not everyone of European ancestry carries genes
passed down by Charlemagne, however.

Nor does every Jew carry genes from their Sephardic
ancestors expelled from Spain.

People are more closely related genealogically than
genetically for a simple mathematical reason: a given
gene is passed down to a child by only one parent, not
both. In a simple statistical model, Manrubia and her
colleagues showed that the average number of gener-
ations separating two random present-day individuals
from a common genealogical ancestor depends on the
logarithm of the relevant population’s size.

For large populations, this number is much smaller than
the population size itself because the number of possible
genealogical connections between individuals doubles
with each preceding generation.

By contrast, the average number of generations separat-
ing two random present-day individuals from a common
genetic ancestor is linearly proportional to the population
size because each gene can be traced through only one
line of a person’s family tree.

Although Manrubia’s model unrealistically assumed the
population size did not change with time, the results still
apply in the real world, she says.

Because of the random reshuffling of genes in
each successive generation, some of your ancestors
contribute disproportionately to your genome, while
others contribute nothing at all.

According to calculations by geneticist Graham Coop of the University of California, Davis, you
carry genes from fewer than half of your forebears from 11 generations back.

Still, all the genes present in today’s human population can be traced to the people alive at the
genetic isopoint. “If you are interested in what your ancestors have contributed to the present time,
you have to look at the population of all the people that coexist with you,” Manrubia says. “All of
them carry the genes of your ancestors because we share the [same] ancestors.”

And because the genetic isopoint occurred so recently, Rutherford says, “in relation to race,
it absolutely, categorically demolishes the idea of lineage purity.”

No person has forebears from just one ethnic background or region of the world. And your gene-
alogical connections to the entire globe mean that not too long ago your ancestors were involved
in every event in world history.

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Los judios conversos usurparon apellidos de nobles para escapar de la Inquisicion

Enrigue Soria in Genealogia, Historia

Miles de judeoconversos se apropiaron de apellidos de familias nobles entre los siglos XVI y XVII para limpiar su
origen manchado y esquivar la implacable politica represiva puesta en marcha por la maquinaria inquisitorial y los
estatutos de limpieza de sangre. La audaz estrategia de asimilacion de la comunidad judeoconversa ha sido estudiada
minuciosamente por Enrique Soria, catedratico de Historia Moderna de la Universidad de Cordoba y autor de una
prolifica obra investigadora sobre los marranos o cristianos nuevos. Sus conclusiones son sorprendentes. En medio
de una sociedad aparentemente inflexible y sometida a asfixiantes leyes de depuracion catdlica, los judeoconversos
encontraron resquicios para escabullirse de su estigma pri-
migenio y activar mecanismos de ascenso social. “El uso de
los apellidos entonces era muy cadtico”, subraya Enrique
Soria. “Muchos hijos llevaban apellidos de la madre. Otros
de la abuela o de un tio. Y era muy normal que los hermanos
tuvieran apellidos distintos. Y, en ese caos, es muy facil que
los conversos jueguen para huir de la marca de la infamia”. El
investigador cordobés lleva afios sumergido en los archivos.
Y ha revisado miles de documentos que revelan una de las
practicas mas ingeniosas de reinvencion del linaje. “Si yo me
llamo Cordoba de apellido, como cientos de personas, porque
soy descendiente de un judio, pues me pongo Fernandez de
Cordoba. Y a un genealogista le pago para que me diga que
desciendo de un hijo bastardo de la familia. Y lo injerto en
el arbol genealogico. O paso de Ramirez a Ramirez de Arellano. O de Toledo a Alvarez de Toledo. Es decir: usurpo
apellidos nobiliarios o que suenan a nobiliario”.Los judeoconversos con poder econdomico daban un paso mas en su
sibilina estrategia. Sobornaban a los auténticos nobles, muchos de los cuales vivian en el norte y pertenecian a familias
en claro declive. Contactaban con ellos y compraban su inclusion en la estirpe a cambio de un documento que certificara
su falso origen hidalgo. “Lo que interesaba es tener una carta que después puedas usar. Una prueba. Y, en efecto, se
trataba de toda una industria de la falsificaciéon y el blanqueamiento”. Los estatutos de limpieza de sangre se convirtieron
durante siglos en un férreo sistema de depuracion ideoldgica sin precedentes ni parangén en Europa. Una sola gota
de sangre judia en generaciones ya manchaba de forma irreparable la reputacion personal y desencadenaba todo un
proceso de ostracismo social. “Esa monstruosidad demencial hacia que con solo un judio entre tus antepasados ya era
suficiente. Podias ser el mejor cristiano del mundo y convertirte en un paria social si alguien demostraba que tenias la
sangre manchada. Entonces, no podias entrar en las cofradias, ni en la universidad, ni tener cargos importantes”. Son
innumerables los casos de obispos, candnigos e incluso santos que tenian huellas judias en su arbol genealédgico. “Yo
he demostrado en un trabajo que hay una gran parte de la Inquisicion que tiene sangre judia. Y esta espada de Damocles
permanece encima de la poblacion entre 1550 y 1650, que son los afios mas duros”. Los judios ocupaban el vértice
del escalafon del desprecio,por encima, incluso, de los moriscos. “Era asco absoluto”, describe graficamente Enrique
Soria. Pero, ;cudl es la razoén? El investigador cordobés cree que uno los motores del odio social fue prendido por la
Iglesia, que los acusaba de haber matado a Cristo. “Aunque Cristo era judio”, remarca el catedratico de la UCO. Los
prejuicios y las leyendas antisemitas se expandieron como la polvora. “Los acusaban de envenenar fuentes y matar nifios,
y se identificaban con el prestamista y el usurero”. El hecho diferencial con el morisco, en opinién de Enrique Soria,
es que este es rural y marginal, y el judeoconverso se instala en las urbes, se mezcla con las clases medias y accede a
puestos de relevancia, desde escribanos a notarios, contadores médicos o farmacéuticos, lo que excita un fuerte senti-
miento de envidia. A diferencia de Europa, donde los judios son atacados ferozmente pero enclaustrados en guetos, en
Espaifia estan insertos en la trama social. “Se sienten parte del sistema pero son rechazados por el sistema”, puntualiza
el profesor. Ese hecho inaudito propicia, bajo su perspectiva, el fenomeno del Siglo de Oro, que es la “méxima etapa
de la creacion humana”. Muchos de los autores son de origen converso y sus desventuras personales en el contexto de
una sociedad que los hostiga constituyen el magma de dos de los géneros mas celebrados de la historia de la literatura
espafiola: la picaresca y la mistica. “La picaresca es impensable fuera de Espaiia. Es un cantico a mostrar las miserias
del sistema. Los escritores no son pobres, pero saben que, por su sangre, son basura social. Y cada uno a su manera,
hasta Cervantes, estd escribiendo desde el dolor”, afirma. Sobre la controversia originada por la escritora Elvira Roca
y su libro Imperiofobia y leyenda negra, Enrique Soria coincide con la autora en que la Inquisicion espafiola dictaba
sus sentencias en el marco de un proceso con garantias, al contrario de lo que sucedia en el resto de Europa. “Aqui
no existe el linchamiento de las sociedades anglosajonas. Pero la cuestiéon no es cuantos quemaron. De lo que se trata
es del régimen de terror que genera la Inquisicion y la limpieza de sangre. La Inquisicion juzga a los malos cristianos
y no admite la libertad de creencias. No solo en Espafia. En toda Europa. Lo distintivo de Espafia es la limpieza de
sangre. El miedo a que saliera a la luz tu auténtica ascendencia si es propiamente hispanico. Y es monstruoso”. Enrique
Soria cree, por tanto, que Elvira Roca maneja datos veraces en relacion a la Inquisicion, pero considera que la autora
malaguena los utiliza para defender “un discurso reivindicativo de la Espafia imperial”.

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The Australasian Federation of

Family History Organisations Inc.
(AFFHO)

is the umbrella organisation for family
history societies in the region.
AFFHO was established in 1978 to
coordinate and assist the work of
Australian and New Zealand groups
with interests in family history,
genealogy, heraldry and related
subjects.

AFFHO is managed by an elected
Council comprising of a voting
member from each state or territory
and New Zealand. Councillors are
elected annually by the member
societies within their region. The
Council also comprises non-voting
delegates from those states that have
a state association. Currently these are
NSW/ACT, QLD and VIC.

The role of AFFHO is to:

- co-ordinate and assist the work of
organisations interested in family
history, genealogy, heraldry and allied
subjects,

- promote and encourage the study
of the above subjects throughout
Australia and New Zealand,

- promote, develop, foster and support
the establishment of educational,
advisory and other services for the
benefit of members,

- maintain close co-operation and
liaison with societies and organisations
having objectives and aims similar to
those set forth above,

- affiliate and enter into arrangements
of a co-operative nature with
organisations having objectives
and purposes similar to those of
the Federation for the purposes of
assisting the Federation to further its
objectives and carry out its purposes,
and,

- carry on any other activities which
may seem to the Federation capable of

being conveniently carried on for the purpose of furthering the objects of the
Federation or which may directly or indirectly further those objects.

This is put into effect by:

- formulating policies and disseminating information on matters concerning
members;

- lobbying for changes in policies, particularly those of Government, that affect
family history records and access;

- endorsing and promoting congresses on family history and allied subjects;
- publishing the AFFHO Newsletter (Newsflash) and books on suitable subjects;
- monitoring international happenings on the genealogical scene through
an informal association and exchange of newsletters with other national
federations.

Milestones

The 1st Australasian Congress on Genealogy and Heraldry was held in Mel-
bourne in 1977 prior to the establishment of the Federation. One of the out-
comes of this gathering of devotees from all over Australia and New Zealand
was a strong feeling that the growth of interest in family history was such that
forming an umbrella type organisation. The Australasian Federation of Family
History Organisations was successfully launched at the Australian National
University. Canberra on 30 Sep and 1 Oct 1978, when sixteen genealogical,
heraldry, family organisations and government bodies joined together in one
Federation. The first President of the Federation was Mr WM (Bill) Marsh of
the Heraldry & Genealogical Society of Canberra. The first Vice President
was Mr Don WM Grant (Australian Institute of Genealogical Studies) who
conducted the inaugural meeting, as Mr Marsh was overseas at the time. At the
first Annual General Meeting, held in Sydney 14-15 April 1979, the following
Council Members were elected:

Progress of the Federation in the first years of its existence was good. 1980
saw the 2nd Congress, the first sponsored by the Federation, in Adelaide (“Our
colonial heritage”), plus its first publications - “A Register of Cemetery Tran-
scriptions held by Member Organisations” by Graham Thom, to which nine
members contributed, and the fist issues of the Newsletter Mr Hoad accepted
the invitation on behalf of his Society and program arrangements progressed
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satisfactorily. The Congress was held on the Easter weekend, 4—7 April 1980 at the Scot Theatre in Adelaide.

Somehow after the first flush of progress the inertia was lost, to the extent that when the 3rd Congress was held in Ham-
ilton, New Zealand in 1983 (“Under the Southern Cross”) Verna Mossong, the President of the New Zealand Society of
Genealogists, in her introduction to the congress papers, stated, “We meet in 1983 aware that there is little apparent life
in AFFHO!” The South Australian Genealogy and Heraldry Society became the host group in 1984 and its President,
Andrew Peake, was clected President of the Federation. The reactivated Federation produced two new publications
in 1985, a second edition of the Register of Cemetery Transcriptions by Faye Young under the title, “Cemeteries in
Australia - a Register of Transcripts”, plus the first issues of a successor of the Newsletter entitled “Australian Family
History Gazette”. At this time there were 14 Members and 3 Associate Members. In 1985 the New Zealand Society
of Genealogists rejoined the Federation and this confirmation of the wider scope of the Federation was confirmed by
amendment of its constitution to reflect same.

The 4th Congress in Canberra in 1986 continued the Federation’s promotion of these events. Later that year the name
ofthe “Gazette” was changed to “Australasian” to reflect
the true scope of the Federation’s membership. Early in
1987 the hosting of the Federation was taken over again
by the Australian Institute of Genealogical Studies in
conjunction with the Genealogical Society of Victoria.
The need for recognition of significant contributions to
causes is one of the stages of the evolution of organisa-
tions. The Federation reached this stage in 1987 when
it was decided to initiate the NT Hansen Award for Sig-
nificant Contribution to Family History, to be awarded
at two levels, one for contribution by an organisation
and the other by an individual. The first award, for the
individual category, was made at the 5th Congress in
1988, the recipient being well known genealogist Nick
Vine Hall. The first award in the organisation category
was made in 1989 together with an individual award.
Other awards followed in 1990 and 1991. Two new
publications were forthcoming in 1988. These were the
5th Congress Papers, produced jointly with Society of
Australian Genealogists, and the “National Register of Shipping Arrivals In Australia and New Zealand” by Andrew
Peake. A second edition of the latter was published in 1989.

In 1990 the Society of Australian Genealogists in Sydney became the host for the Federation, and the 6th Congress
was held in Launceston. At that congress it was decided that the NT Hansen Award should be renamed the AFFHO
Award for Meritorious Service to Family History. It was also decided that the Gazette be replaced with a new series of
the AFFHO Newsletter, also to be published twice a year. Publication activity continued through this period. In 1992

the third edition of the “National Register of

listing kindred organisations and entitled “AF-
FHO Directory of Genealogical Organisations
in Australia” by Heather Garnsey and Martin
Killion was also published in that year, and it
was followed up in 1993 by a more specific g
one entitled “AFFHO Directory of Member %
Organisations” (now out of print) by the same =

authors.

Brisbane was the venue for the 7th Congress |
in 1994 at which a further AFFHO Award |
was made. It was decided then that the Award
should only be made at the triennial con- |
gresses. “Cemeteries in Australia” went into
its third edition in 1994. Three major issues
faced the Society of Australian Genealogists when it became the host. They were the need for the Federation to become
Incorporated, the destruction of Australian census returns, and the impending closure of the Australian Joint Copying
Project. Much work on these issues was done by the Council in the five years 1991 to 1995 resulting in the adoption
of a new constitution with by-laws, incorporation being effected, and a much wider degree of acceptance of the need
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to retain census material than was the
case previously. Unfortunately, it was
not possible to reverse the decision
about the AJCP. As of 1 January,
1996, the Western Australian Genea-
logical Society Inc. became the host
for the Federation for the next few
years. This saw the change
of the AFFHO Newlsetter
to ajournal format, and also
the production of the first
numbers in the series of In-
formation Sheets on topics
of interest to members.

Membership of the Fed-
eration at the end of 1996
was 81 Full Members and
14 Associate Members
representing over 50,000
persons who are involved
in pursuing genealogy and
family history in Australia
and New Zealand - a large
body indeed! The 8th Con-
gress was held at Lincoln
University, Christchurch in
February 1997, the second
to be held in New Zealand,
and over 600 persons at-
tended. A presentation of
the personal AFFHO Award
was made at the Congress.
Early in 1997 many years
of campaigning and lobbying for the
retention of Australian census forms
after statistical data has been extracted
culminated in the setting up by the
Australian Government of a public
inquiry into this matter. The outcome
of the Select Committee was a deci-

sion to include in the 2001 Census a
question that if the responder ticked
the box the census return would be
preserved for posterity and released
100 years hence. For the next Cen-
sus AFFHO representatives and
the President, Graham Jaunay, met
with the Treasurer (then Minister
responsible) and secured his support
for the concept which until then had
been a one-off trial with the 2001
Census. Therefore at the mid-term
Census of 2006, there was the ‘tick
the box’ option of preserving the
census return. Societies campaigned
in their journals to remind members
that they needed to ‘tick the box’. A
partial conclusion, but a step in the
right direction. The Annual General
Meeting held in September 2000
saw the resignation of the Western
Australian Council with the exception
of WAGS President, Lyn Coy. Interest
had again waned in AFFHO despite
the successful Perth Congress 2000,
which saw some 400 delegates attend.

AFFHO was again in dire straits.
It was suggested at the AGM that a
working party be set up with the in-
tention of setting up an Australasian
Council. The President of WAGS,
Lyn Coy offered that WAGS would
continue to host AFFHO until De-
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cember 2001 - this offer was accepted.
To trial run an Australasian Council
Mrs Coy introduced Jan Gow from
New Zealand and Jill Adams from the
Northern Territory. At the May 2001
more states joined the Council in-
cluding Dorothy Fellowes from New
South Wales, Pam Valentine from
NSW & ACT State Association, Di
Christensen from VAFFHO. Keven
Young from the Northern Territory
joined the Council. Time ran out -
WAGS again offered to continue to
act as host until the May 2002 Annual
General Meeting. A new constitution
was developed and approved at the
AGM on 6 May 2002, with represen-
tatives from each state and territory
and New Zealand, plus ex-officio
non-voting State Association repre-
sentatives. An inaugural dinner to
launch the new Australasian Council
was held in Canberra in June 2002
with Graham Jaunay, from South
Australia, as President. Over the
next few years much time was spent

recovering AFFHO and building on
the work done by WA after the slump
of the late 1990s. Much was done
to try and make AFFHO relevant to
family history societies and included:

Starting the website with its own



domain.

Starting the Strays Index, although it
has not progressed as well as hoped.
Started the Index of Indexes on the
website, although this too has not

progressed as well as hoped.

Le S.C.G.D. est avant tout un groupe d'entraide généalogique, entraide qui s'exerce gra-
cieusement entre tous ses membres, hors de toute considération politique, linguistique
ou philosophique. Notre Siége Social, est situé a Schaerbeek (prés de la gare) au 31, rue

1987: A finales de los ochenta, en general la investigacion genealdgica era una actividad solitaria y muy dificil. Por
muchos afios quisimos tener algun tipo de organizacion en la cual nos pudiéramos reunir los amigos de la genealogia
a intercambiar experiencias, dudas, conocimientos, dificultades, novedades del tema de nuestro interés.

1990: El Instituto Colombiano de Cultura Hispanica, dirigido por William Jaramillo Mejia, se convirtié para los ge-
nealogistas el sitio donde se encontraba la mejor coleccion. Alli por iniciativa de William y Luis Alvaro Gallo se fue
haciendo un censo de genealogistas en Colombia, donde quienes pasabamos por la libreria del Instituto dejadbamos
nuestros datos. Ahi nos dimos cuenta que no estabamos tan solos, y teniamos mas posibilidad de interconectarnos, de
buscar informacion o de ayudarnos. Pero en 1998 en el gobierno de Andrés Pastrana, se decidi6 cambiarlo y para los
genealogistas desaparecio la unica entidad estatal que nos venia apoyando.

2000: Luis Alvaro nos comenz6 a invitar a reuniones en La Casa de Antioquia, llegdbamos cada mes a estas citas,
alrededor de diez personas. Luis Alvaro contactaba al autor de algun libro o documento o ejercicio de genealogia que
venia desarrollando, y asistia a exponernos como desarroll6 su trabajo, entre otros temas de genealogia. Empezo la
produccion genealdgica en Colombia amplia y abundante con informacion de casi todas las regiones, asi mismo apa-
recio el internet, de tal forma que la investigacion genealdgica cambid radicalmente.

2006: En el ejercicio de conformar un grupo que solidificara mas las tertulias mensuales en la Casa de Antioquia,
surgio la palabra “Academia”. Estudiando y madurado el término, llegamos a la conclusion que en realidad esa era la
meta a la que queriamos llegar y no existia para eso ningin impedimento legal, podiamos desde el inicio llamarnos
“Academia” y todos reconociamos que inicialmente el nombre nos podia quedar algo grande, pero asumimos que a esa
meta podiamos llegar. Luis Alvaro, seria el Presidente en forma incuestionable de la proxima Academia.

2008: El inicio oficial se hizo el jueves 26 de Junio de 2008, en la Casa de Antioquia. El 19 de Marzo de 2010 se
legalizo su fundacion y funcionamiento con el registro en la Camara de Comercio de Bogota, con el cumplimiento de
las normas legales, elaboracion y aprobacion de un Estatuto, NIT, apertura de cuenta bancaria y demas aspectos. Se
continud con las reuniones en la Casa de Antioquia por otro afio mas, siempre bien acogidos y atendidos. Por insinua-
cion y gestiones del académico Jairo Echeverri Cancino, miembro de la Casa Centro Vasco de Bogota, la Academia se
traslado a la sede de esa institucion, porque ofrecieron apoyo y respaldo i

2011: Se realiza la Reunion de Genealogia en septiembre de 2011, con importantes conferencias dictadas, casi en su
totalidad por personas externas a la Academia, certamen de la cual nos quedo la satisfaccion de una realizacion exitosa.
En noviembre de 2014 publicamos nuestra Revista Ancestros de 280 paginas con un excelente contenido.

2017: Pero el punto de maduracion y el salto a la trascendencia de nuestra Academia se sucedid en octubre de 2017,
cuando pudimos cumplir con lujo, el compromiso de realizar la XX Reunion Americana de Genealogia, donde el esfuer-
zo del equipo que tuvo la responsabilidad de la preparacion y desarrollo, bajo la direccién de Rocio Sanchez del Real.

2018: Una nueva junta directiva es creada en Marzo del afio 2018, conformada por 4 miembros nuevos y en la que es
nombrado como nuevo presidente el Sr. Julio César Garcia. Luis Alvaro Gallo renuncia a su cargo, pero es nombrado
Presidente Honorario en Agosto del mismo afo.

El 5 de julio de 1952, hace 70 afios, se fundd la Academia Costarricense de Ciencias
Genealdgicas con el fin de impulsar el estudio de la Genealogia y el conocimiento
de los antepasados de los costarricenses.

Trece fueron los que promovieron la creacion de la Academia, y hoy los recordamos
como Académicos Fundadores. Ellos fueron Emesto Quirds Aguilar —su principal
impulsor—, Ricardo Fernandez Peralta y su hermano don Alvaro Fernandez Peralta,
Mario Fernandez Piza, Luis Felipe Gonzalez Flores (premio Magoén de Cultura
de 1969 y Benemérito de la Patria), Franz Hack-Prestinary Gotay, Oton Jiménez
Luthmer, Jorge A. Lines Canalias, Maria Molina Coto, Humberto Nigro Borbon,
Enrique Robert Lujan, José Francisco Trejos Quir6s y Alfredo, Principe de Prusia,
Sajonia y Altemburgo —quien ya habia radicado en nuestro pais—.

Sus primeros estatutos fueron aprobados el 8 de agosto de 1952 por el presidente
Otilio Ulate Blanco y el 3 de mayo de 1978 fue declarada de interés publico para
los intereses del Estado por el presidente Daniel Oduber Quirds y el ministro Milton
Arias Calvo.

Es una de las academias doctas del pais, junto con la Academia Costarricense de la
Lengua (1923) y la Academia de Geografia e Historia de Costa Rica (1940).

Uno de los aportes fundamentales de la Academia Costarricense de Ciencias Ge-
nealdgicas ha sido la publicacion ininterrumpida de su revista desde 1953, gracias
alo cual se han divulgado las investigaciones sobre genealogia costarricense —prin-
cipalmente—.

Ahora queremos compartir gratuitamente todas esas publicaciones y que sean acce-
sibles para toda persona interesada en nuestras raices.

Esta advertencia resulta fundamental pues uno de los mayores problemas de la Ge-
nealogia actual en todo el mundo hispanoparlante (y de seguro problema general) es
la publicacion en linea de miles de genealogias no documentadas en las que muchos
ingenuos basan sus arboles genealdgicos.

La gran cantidad de errores de filiacion y, lo mas alarmante, las mentiras intencionadas
que se divulgan como verdades, deben poner en alerta a todos los que ingresan en
esta apasionante disciplina, sea de manera profesional o como pasatiempo.

Todo aquel trabajo genealdgico que no anote claramente la fuente en que basa una
filiacion o ciclo de vida debe tomarse con mucha reserva.

Se debe tomar en cuenta que el acceso a los archivos eclesiasticos es mas bien re-
ciente (década de 1980), razon por la que en trabajos antiguos las fuentes primarias
resultan también escasas.

Por tanto, pedimos que los articulos de nuestra revista que no aporten las fuentes en

que basaron sus conclusiones sean tomados con prudencia y, antes de dar por cierta
una filiacion, traten de documentarla en fuentes primarias, que hoy son de acceso

facil e irrestricto.

Por tanto, para cada revista se afiadird un breve analisis y comentarios criticos de cada
revista sobre algunos de los articulos genealogicos con la finalidad de facilitar una
guia sobre la validez de esas publicaciones, algunas de ellas francamente superadas
en el siglo XXI, cuando el acceso a la informacion genealogica resulta facil.

Pasa luego a hablar de las fuentes, de la historiografia, desgranando
todos los problemas que se encontraron sus antecesores, la necesaria revalorizacion de una genealogia basada en realidades
y no en ficciones, la importancia del uso de la onomastica para corroborar o no parentescos discutibles, la coherencia cro-
nologica, los comportamientos matrimoniales, etc...., que hacen de esta obra no s6lo de consulta imprescindible sino sin duda
un modelo metodoldgico a seguir. Este libro nos sirve para identificar con claridad a gran parte de los protagonistas de la
historia medieval hispanica, sus relaciones de parentesco y su descendencia, legitima o natural, con fechas coherentes que los
enmarcan en un tiempos y lugar concreto, y no sélo el nombre en una cronica o documento que en muchas ocasiones se ha
confundido o simplemente ignorado su importancia por no poder relacionarlo fehacientemente con sus verdaderos familiares,
lo cual nos permite abordar los estudios historicos sobre bases solidas y no sobre suposiciones, muchas veces erroneas, que
conducian a conclusiones irracionales, por decirlo suavemente, de muchos historiadores que despreciaban todo lo relacionado
con la genealogia, cuando en este periodo era la base de muchas relaciones y decisiones. No puedo sino felicitar al autor y los
editores por una obra de tanta trascendencia y esperar que los proximos tomos vean pronto la luz.

La
disfunzione di questi
ultimi ¢ da far risalire
ad una deficienza di
Serotonina in circolo,
a sua volta in rappor-
to ad una dieta vegetariana, che non
consente di fornire, sufficientemente,
il precursore di questa catecolamina,
il triptofano. La Serotonina, infatti, se-
condo gli studi di Paul Donald
MacLean, autore della celebre
teoria del CERVELLO UNO
E TRINO, ha la funzione di
coordinare ed integrare le atti-
vita delle formazioni cerebrali.

The Institute of Genealogy, Herald-

ernmental and municipal bodies and
institutions and rallies under its own
auspices persons and entities that sup-
port the Institute’s goals and objectives.
In pursuing its objects, the Institute
coordinates, approves, and registers
the benchmarks and designs of coats
of arms, armorial flags, flags, armorial
insignia, armorial seals of persons and
legal entities, which are outside of the
scope of regulation of the laws and legis-
lation of the Republic of Lithuania, and
issues documents to that effect.

The Institute conducts genealogical
studies of persons, families, and rel-
atives, draws, certifies, and registers
genealogical diagrams of persons, issues
documents of proof of origin.

The Institute stands in close cooperation
with scientific establishments, related
and international bodies, conducts he-
raldic, vexillologic, sigillographic, and
genealogic research. Moreover, it organ-
ises seminars, conferences, lectures, and
engages in publishing business.

On 20 October 2021, the Institute
became a full member of the Interna-
tional Confederation of Genealogy and
Heraldry (Confédération Internationale
de Généalogie et d 'Héraldique, CIGH).
The Institutes accession had the approv-
al from the Confederation’s General
Assembly in Madrid, Spain. Founded
in 1971, the International Confedera-
tion of Genealogy and Heraldry is an
international organisation that unities
the world’s institutions responsible for
conducting genealogic and heraldic
research.
